2. NO PERSON UNDER THE AGE OF 21 MAY OPERATE A MOTOR BOAT WITH A BLOOD

FROZEN WATER 

1. ANY ICE SHANTY LEFT STANDING AND UN-ATTENDED AFTER SUNSET SHALL BE

   APPLIED IN A CONTINUOUS STRIPE ON ALL SIDES, NOT LESS THAN 2 FEET AND NO        

   MORE THAN 4 FEET ABOVE THE LEVEL OF THE ICE—11.12.100 
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
